5. Triage - initial point of contact for 
students seeking mental health 
assistance.



Assessment
PAWS Outreach & Workshops

1. After attending a PAWS outreach presentation, 87% 
of 163 survey respondents felt “Very comfortable” 
connecting themselves or others with the 
Counseling Center if needed.

2. Three hundred students responded to a survey after 
attending a first year PAWS Workshop providing 
education on bystander intervention and resourses 
for sexual assault survivors.

○ 82% would “definitely” or “very likely” stop an 
intoxicated friend from leaving with someone 
they met at a party

○ 89% felt “comfortable” or “very comfortable” 
helping a friend who has experienced 
interpersonal violence

○ 98% indicated that they understood the concept 
of consent for sexual activity

○ 99% indicated that they understood the 
resources that exist on campus for survivors of 
sexual assault
